This Extra Brut Prosecco Superiore, with zero sugar residue,

A sparkling wine of great purity. In the glass, the fine,
swirling  bubbles  release  a  straightforward,  mineral  nose,
complemented  by  high-quality  fruit  and  delicate  wildflower
aromas. 

On the palate, it is enveloping and well-structured, despite
its youth; pleasantly round and full-bodied. It finishes with
a long, persistent and mineral note.

Perfect as an elegant aperitif when paired with vegetable or
seafood-based finger food, but it truly shines with dishes
like  prawn  Catalan-style  salad  or  any  preparation  where
shellfish take center stage.
