On the palate, it is full and enveloping; the body of this
wine gently fills the palate with its softness, leading to a
long and persistent finish.

Thanks to its modernity, Amarone La Bastia is recommended with
roasted or boiled meat dishes and with well-aged cheeses. It
is recommended to save a sip to fully savor the end of the
meal.
